Conduct Expectations for Students

1. Students will treat all adults, chaperones, volunteers, leaders and elders with the utmost respect.  This includes respectfully obeying instructions given by an adult.

2. Students will treat all other students with respect.  This includes refraining from name-calling, physical violence, negative humor, and touching that which does not belong to you without permission.
3. Students will treat the church building and all church property with respect. No running, horseplay, or throwing objects inside the church.  No tampering with sound equipment or musical instruments without permission.
4. Students will behave in a manner that will not disrupt the teaching time.  This includes refraining from disruptive talking and leaving without permission.  Students will raise their hands and will be addressed before speaking.
5. Students will not use public displays of affection.

6. Students will not use coarse joking, negative humor, or profanity.
7. Students will not act in a manner that would put themselves or others in danger.

8. Students will always wear seatbelts while riding in any church sponsored vehicle and will refrain from making excessively loud noise which might distract the driver.
9. Students will wear appropriately modest and God-glorifying clothing.  No low-cut or short shirts, excessively tight or short clothing, or clothing with inappropriate graphics or text are allowed.
10. Students will not enter the kitchen without permission from an adult.

11. Students will not leave the church premises without permission.  
12. Students will not have in their possession tobacco products, alcohol, narcotics, or any other drugs or illegal substances.

13. Students will not have in their possession weapons, firearms, knives, explosives, or fireworks of any kind.  Airsoft guns are allowed only with permission.  
14. Students will not fight.
